SAFE OPERATION PRACTICES FOR RIDING VEHICLES

. Know the controls and how to stop quickly—

READ THE OWNER'S MANUAL.

. Do not allow children to operate vehicle. Do not

allow adults to operate it without proper instruc-
tion.

. Do net carry passengers. Keep children and pets a

safe distance away.

Clear work area of objects which might be picked
up and thrown.

Disengage all attachment clutches and shift into
neutral before attempting to start engine (motor).

. Disengage power to attachment(s) and stop engine

{motor) before leaving operator position.

. Disengage power to aﬁachmenmt(s) and stop en-

gine (motor) before making. any repairs or adjust-
ments.

. Disengage power to attachment(s) when transport-

ing or not in use.

. Take all possible precautions when leaving ve-

hicle unattended such as disengaging power-
take-off, lowering attachments, shifting into neu-
tral, setting parking brake, stopping engine and
removing key.

Do not stop or start suddenly when going uphill or
downhiil. Mow up and down face of steep
slopes; never across the face.

When using any attachments never direct dis-
charge of material toward bystanders nor allow
anyone near vehicle while in operation.

Handle gasoline with care—it is highly flammable.

A. Use approved gasoline container.

B. Never remove cap or add gasoline to a run-
ning or hot engine or fill fuel tank indoors.
Wipe up spilled gasoline.

C. Open doors if engine is run in garage — ex-
haust fumes are dangerous. Do not run engine
(motor).indoors.

Keep the vehicle and attachments in good operat-
ing condition, and keep safety devices in place.
Use guards as instructed in owner’s manual.

Keep all nuts, bolts, and screws tight to be sure
the equipment is in safe working condition.

Never store the equipment with gasoline in the
tank inside a building where fumes may reach an
open flame or spark. Allow engine to cool before
storing in any enclosure.

To reduce fire hazard keep engine free of grass,
leaves or excessive grease.

The vehicle and attachments should be stopped
and inspected for damage after striking a foreign
object, and the damage should be repaired before
restarting and operating the equipment.

Do not change the engine governor settings or
overspeed the engine.

When using the vehicle with mower, proceed as
follows:

(1) Mow only in daylight or in good artificial light.

(2) Never make a cutting height adjustment while
engine (motor) is running if operator must dis-
mount to do so.

(3) Shut engine (motor) off when removing grass (
catcher and/or unclogging chute. ’

(4) Check blade mounting bolts for proper tight-
ness at frequent intervals.

Check grass catcher bags frequently for wear or
deterioration. Replace with new bags for safety
protection,

Under normal usage bag material is sub-
ject to wear, and should be checked
periodically. Be sure any replacement
bag complies with the mower manufac-
turer’s recommendations.

ASSEMBLY

To assemble the wheels to the cutting deck, place the
deck wheels on the axle on each side of the cutting
deck. Place a washer on the axle and secure with a
cotter pin. See figure 1.

ATTACHING THE CUTTING DECK

Step 1. On the tractor with the mechanical lift lever
or the electric lift lever, move the lift lever for-
ward to the lowest position.

On the hydrostatic tractor, place the lift in
the lowest position.

Step 2. Using the wheel adjustment lever on the cut-
ting deck, place the cutting deck wheels in
the lowest cutting position.

Step 3. Slide the cutting unit under the tractor and po-
sition it to clear the belt guard on the PTO.

Step 4. Attach the drive shaft to the PTO and tighten
the square head set screw.

Step 5. Hook the outside linkage arms to the pins on
the tractor and secure with washers and cot-
ter pins. Attach the inside linkage arms to the
loose pins on the front of the tractor frame.

Step 6. Remove the lift handle bracket and attach the
lift lever bracket. Replace the lift handle
bracket and secure with washers and cotter
pins.

SETTING THE CUTTING HEIGHT

Transaxle Drive Tractor. Set the wheel adjustment lever
in the desired cutting height position. Pull the lift lever
handle back until it supports the front of the cutting
deck and the cutting deck is PARALLEL to the ground.

Hydrostatic Drive Tractor. Set the wheel adjustment
lever in the desired cutting height position. Use the
deck adjuster located on the left hand side of the trac-
tor to set the low limit on the cutting deck. (See your
tractor manual.) This should work in conjunction with
the wheel adjustment lever so the cutting deck is para-
llel to the ground.

OPERATING THE CUTTING DECK

To stop the blades from turning depress the PTO en-
gagement lever (see the tractor manual) until it is in
the disengaged position.

BELT REPLACEMENT

The belt is an “A” section belt 105 inches long (Part No.
754-125).

1. Remove the mowing deck cover (Ref. No. 1).

2. Remove the spring (Ref. No. 50) from the idler.
There should be enough slack on the belt to remove
it.

3. Assemble the new belt using figure 3 as a guide.

Sealed. Remove the center bolt (95) and lockwasher
(94) and pull the blade and blade adapter from the
blade spindle. If the blade adapter does not come off
easily, remove the two outside bolts (93) from the blade
adapter.

When grinding or filing the blades to sharpen them,
remove equal amounts of metal from both edges to
keep the blade in balance. The blade can be tested for
balance by balancing it on a knife blade held in a vise.
Remove metal from the heavy side until it balances di-
rectly over the center hole in the blade. When replac-
ing the blade, be sure that the air-foil is turned up.
